Dear Parents and Carers


Welcome back to Year One!

I hope you have all had a relaxing Christmas break and that the children are rested and looking forward to enjoying their next term in Year 1.  

A curriculum grid is attached showing the outline of the subject areas and key learning objectives we will be covering during the spring term.

Homework: 
· Weekly spellings will be based on the phonics pattern that we focused on in class the previous week. These will be tested on a Friday, with new words then being set.    
· A short maths task will be set on a Wednesday to reinforce the week’s learning. This will be due the following Wednesday. 
· A half-termly project.

Should your child have difficulty with any of the homework that has been set throughout the week, there will be the opportunity to have help within school.
	
Reading
10-15minutes of daily reading with your child.  It is important to spend time questioning your child about what they have read to check their understanding of the text rather than completing a book each day.  I do not expect that the children will finish a book each time they read; sometimes it will be necessary to repeat pages to develop confidence and to practise tricky words.  As they progress to longer books in the reading scheme, more time will be needed to develop understanding and comprehension.  There are 3 types of question that we use when reading with your child: 
1. Looking Questions: look for and retrieve information from the text and pictures. 
2. Clue Questions: finding evidence to support answer. 
3. Thinking Questions: justification/explanation of answer provided. 
Please note that your child’s book will only be changed on a Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  If you feel that you want your child to read something new every night, then perhaps use their library book and something from your own collections. This will also broaden the types of texts and vocabulary they are exposed to and further enhance their reading skills.     

Show and Tell. 
During the autumn term ‘Show and Tell’ began as a very informal discussion based around what the children had been doing at the weekends/after school and slowly evolved with more and more children wanting to speak each week.  As a result, we will be allocating more time for this on Monday and Friday.  The aim of this remains to develop pupils confidence as well as their speaking and listening skills when presenting to a group.  Pupils can choose what they present and we would encourage all to participate at least once a half-term.

	Maths
	Science

	Speaking and Listening
Speak clearly with fluency and confidence.
Take turns to speak
Listen, understand and respond to others.
Use some expanded noun phrases to describe when speaking.

Reading
Use letter sounds to read new words. 
Read common exception words.
Read words with more than one syllable. 
Read aloud with increasing fluency and confidence. 
Develop comprehension skills and engage in discussion about the texts read. 

Writing
Write sentences by saying aloud what I am going to write about. 
Begin to join sentences together to make a story.
Use describing words (adjectives)
Use action words (verbs)
Use question marks and exclamation marks

This term we will be analysing and writing narratives, diaries and instructions. 



	The mastery approach to maths will reinforce number to build competency and provide an opportunity to build reasoning and problem solving. 

Learning will be introduced using concrete objects and manipulatives to help with understanding followed by pictorial representations to help develop reasoning and problem-solving skills. 

Place Value (within 50)
Read and write numbers to 50.
Count to 50 forwards and backwards – beginning from any numbers.
Use and understand vocabulary: equal to, more than, less than, fewer, most, least. 
Identify more, less and equal to using mathematical symbols (< = >). 

Number: Addition and Subtraction
Add and subtract one-digit and two-digit numbers to 20. 
Identify related facts and explore fact families. 
Solve one step problems. 

Measurement  
Measure, record and compare lengths and heights. 
Record mass/weight, capacity and volume. 

 
	Seasonal changes (Spring & Summer)
Name and describe the different types of weather associate with each season. 
Identify events or occasions which occur in each season. 
Explain seasonal changes (including finding out about animal behaviour)

Animals 
 Children will learn about human and animal bodies and consider the similarities and differences between them, 
Identify, name, draw and label the basic parts of the human body.
Identify parts of the body associated with each of the senses. 
Identify and name a variety of common animals, including: fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals. 
Describe and compare similarities/differences in common animals. 
identify and name animals that are carnivores, herbivores and omnivores.
