Dear Parents,

Welcome back, we do hope you had an enjoyable Christmas and that you are looking forward to a successful 2020. Firstly, we would like to thank you for the lovely Christmas cards and presents that we received, they were very much appreciated and we would also like to say a very big “thank you” to everyone who has helped in class last term.  

This term we will be preparing for the Standard Assessment Tests (SATs), which take place in May (11th-15th).  These tests assess reading comprehension skills, writing, spelling, punctuation and grammar, handwriting and mathematics.  They are statutory, so please avoid absences during this time.  We will have another Mock SATs week to ensure you child is as familiar as possible with the format of these tests and the questions that will be asked.  

Homework will continue to form a significant part of your child’s education and will consist of the following: 
· Weekly spellings – including definitions and additional work to identify synonyms, antonyms. Spellings will be tested on a Wednesday.
· Reading – daily reading to cover a range of genres and include comprehension and inference based questioning. 
· Maths – reasoning and problem solving questions – set on Friday and due in on the following Wednesday. 
· Additional research work for DT and research for topic will be set each week. 
We will be taking part in the South Bucks Community Cards Challenge, which allows students to learn more about their local community and a range of social issues. Not only is this a great opportunity to develop social skills, there are also numerous prizes that could be won, including a class trip to LEGOLAND!

Plan of Work for the Spring Term 2020

For Year 6

	
ENGLISH

We will continue to develop reading comprehension skills as well as the ability to infer and deduce from a range of genres. Spelling, punctuation and grammar skills will be developed within extended pieces of writing and also through SATs style questions.   

Poetry 
Within our poetry unit of work we will be writing free verse poems which creating image through the use of figurative language. 

Newspaper Reports 
We will develop journalistic skills to report on the monarchy. During this unit, we will develop the use of reported speech and using commas for clarity.  

Narrative
We will be writing creatively to produce a quest based story, developing the use of dialogue between characters to retell the story as well as using reported and adverbial clauses. 

Biography
This unit will begin with a comparison of autobiographies and biographies. We will then develop the ability to write in the third person using formal language. 

Scripts
To support our computing unit, we will analyse different forms of script in order to create, perform and record our own radio shows. 
	
MATHS

Fractions/Decimals/Percentages
Order and compare decimal numbers.
Add and subtract decimal numbers.
Multiply one digit numbers with up to 2dp by whole numbers.

Percentages
Solve problems involving the calculation of percentages 
Recall and use equivalences between
simple FDP including in different contexts.

Measurement
 Use, read, write and convert between standard units, converting measurements of length, mass, volume and time. 
Calculate, estimate and compare volume of cubes and cuboids.
Understand and calculate area and perimeter of a range of shapes. 

Algebra
Use simple formulae. 
Generate and describe linear number sequences. 
Express missing number problems algebraically

Ratio and Proportion 
Solve problems involving the relative sizes of two quantities.
 Solve problems involving similar shapes where the scale factor is known or can be found. 
Solve problems involving unequal sharing and grouping using knowledge of fractions and multiples.

Geometry 
Illustrate and name parts of circles, including radius, diameter and circumference and know that the diameter is twice the radius. 

Statistics
 Interpret and construct pie charts and line graphs and use these to solve problems.  




	
SCIENCE

Electricity
This unit will begin with a focus on electrical safety.  We will then complete a number of investigations to associate the brightness of a lamp or the volume of a buzzer with the voltage of cells used in the circuit. As well as this, we will develop the ability to compare and give reasons for variations in how components function and be able to use recognised symbols when representing a simple circuit diagram.

Light. 
This second science unit will show that light travels in straight lines and allow pupils understand how light is reflected.  They will investigate how refraction changes the direction in which light travels and investigate how a prism changes a ray of light.  Finally, we will develop an understanding seeing colour and also explaining why shadows have the same shape as the object that casts them. 



















	COMPUTING

Film Making
We will explore various aspects of film-making and learn how to choose and use appropriate software in order to complete tasks such as writing a script, researching information, filming and editing. As well as using digital devices for recording (video camera or tablet), we will work through pre- and post-production stages, planning good-quality interviews for a documentary and completing the process with use of video editing software. 

Radio Stations
We will use software and digital devices for recording sound and learn to interview, make adverts and create jingles (using ROLI).

listen, review and evaluate their own content as well as professional and commercial examples, plus those created by their peers.
	TOPIC

Changing Power of Monarchs
Our study of the Monarchy will include King John and the introduction of the Magna Carta, as well as the famous story of the six wives of Henry VIII in Tudor Britain.  In addition to these Kings, we will develop an understanding of Queen Anne and the reign of Queen Elizabeth I, looking  at the expansion of England’s exploration and trade with the rest of the world, before finding out about the attack of the Spanish Armada, and the numerous outbreaks of the bubonic plague. Finally, we will look at the Industrial Revolution, inventions and the life of Queen Victoria herself.

We will begin to explore and understand that the Earth’s surface is comprised of different climate zones and biomes; learning about deserts, grassland, forest, tundra and taiga. As well as a developing an understanding of the physical differences, look at how human activity affects or is influenced by the earth's surface.
