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Below are some ideas for topic-related activities that you may like to try at home with your child:

	· Discuss why we have to look after our bodies (e.g. brushing teeth, visiting the dentist, keeping clean). 
· Discuss the rules you might have at home and why you have them.
· Learn about crossing the road safely
· Look at some baby photos with your child. Discuss how they have changed.

	· Share experiences of train journeys you have taken. 
· Look at some animal photographs or pictures. Describe what you can see.
· Talk about wildlife in the local area and make a picture/write about one of the animals that might live in your area.
· Choose a mini-beast non-fiction book to read with your child. Locate the contents page and discuss how to find information.
	· Practise cutting pictures of animals out of magazines 
· Hold a pencil and use correct letter formation when writing
· Talk about and encourage healthy eating
· Practise throwing a small ball up in the air and catching it. How many times can you catch it without dropping it?

	· Sort some pictures of mini-beasts into sets and ask someone to guess how they have been sorted.
· Use coins of small denomination for counting, matching, sorting and ordering.
· Practise counting in 2s, 5s and 10s.
· Ask questions like ‘if I took 1/2/3 away how many would I have left?‘ or if I add 1/2/3 how many have I got now?
· Practise doubling, halving and sharing quantities of objects.
	· Try growing plants from seeds and note down/photograph the changes.
· Read some non-fiction dinosaur books with your child. Discuss key facts together. Can they remember one simple fact and write it down?
· Help your child to become familiar with the keyboard making links between the upper case letters 
· Phonic and number programmes on the ipad and simple programming.
	· Paint a picture of an animal or mini-beast. What colours will you choose? How will you paint the background?
· Draw/paint/print a symmetrical pattern on a butterfly
· Design and create a dinosaur using construction materials (such as lego/duplo/kinex) or boxes
· Make some mini-beast shaped biscuits
· Design your ideal garden!
